 The Ohio Society SAR has 
a new State Seal.  At the Fall 
2015 Board of Management 
Meeting in Pt. Pleasant, WV, 
a contest was launched by 
the Board of Management 

with the purpose of  select-
ing a first-ever state seal.

2014.  Once again, 10 chap-
ters submitted their score 
sheets to the state. 

 In addition to competing 
at the National level for the 
most active states and chap-
ters, the score sheet is an 
outstanding way for our or-
ganization to gauge its effec-
tiveness in our efforts to 
further our patriotic, educa-
tional, and historical mis-

sion. 

 In an analysis of the ac-
tivities reported by the 10 
chapters, some pertinent 
and useful data surfaced.   

 Over the course of 2015,
